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Progression Agreements for Learners
Background

The first subject based progression agreements are due to go the SLN Board on the 24th June, 2007. Initial drafts and plans for further development were considered by the Board at its meeting in March. Curriculum leads are currently working on further refinements to individual agreements. 

SLN progression agreements are written for the institutions and staff working in them. They are not documents learners will want to see or indeed read! 

Learners will encounter them from September 2007 either as part of the learning opportunities on the website and as leaflets in the SLN series entitled “Learning Opportunities in Sussex”. The first leaflets in that series will appear this month and are on the following topics:-

· plus Bridging which has a working title Get on at work - learn to earn
