



Sussex Learning Network
Progression Agreement in Sports Management, Sports Studies (Sports Development) and Sport and Leisure Management.

1. This progression agreement applies to all learners who are currently studying, or have studied in the past three years, at schools and colleges located within Sussex.

2. The agreement shall also apply to learners over the age of 21 currently in education or employment in Sussex.

3. Any learner satisfactorily completing a recognised Level 3 award in a sport-related subject, with a supporting transcript, certificate or record of achievement, will be guaranteed the offer of a place on the following courses:

i) BA (Hons) Sport and Fitness Management at the University of Chichester (UCAS course code NC26 BA/SpFMgt)

ii) BA (Hons) Sports Studies (Sports Development) at the University of Chichester (UCAS course code C603 BA/SpDev)

iii) BA (Hons) Sport and Leisure Management at the University of Brighton (UCAS course code CN62)

4. The guaranteed offer will be made on either a conditional or unconditional basis.  For conditional offers the applicant must achieve the required grades or any other condition before entry. 

5. For the purposes of this agreement a recognised Level 3 award will be taken to mean one that equates to two A2 qualifications. Applicants who are unsure of the equivalency of the award they have achieved, or are working towards, are invited to check with the admissions tutor for each programme that this agreement covers to ensure the two A2 criteria is met.

6. Students satisfactorily completing an Access course in a sport                                     related subject are also guaranteed an offer under the terms of this agreement.

7.  For applicants over the age of 21 currently in employment and   without a recognised level 3 award meeting the two A2 criteria a non-standard entry procedure is available.  Under the terms of this agreement a guaranteed offer will be made subject to the satisfactory completion of the non-standard entry procedure. 

8. This agreement covers students at all the educational institutions in Sussex and is not restricted to those Schools and Colleges covered by the Sussex Liaison Progression Accord.

9. The agreement covers applications for full-time and part-time study.

10. This guaranteed offer is made subject to the following conditions:

i. The application is made through UCAS, or for applicants over the age of 21 the application may be made direct to the University.

ii. Applicants have English and Maths at Grade C GCSE or equivalent (guidance on equivalent qualifications can be obtained from the Admissions Office at the University of Chichester).

iii. A satisfactory reference is received from the school or college within Sussex at which the applicant is currently studying or has studied.  For applicants in employment a satisfactory reference from their employer will be required.

This progression agreement is reviewed annually, and the current status of the agreement should be checked by contacting the Admissions Office at University of Chichester.
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
