	1. Who are the intended beneficiaries of this agreement? E.g. vocational level 3 learners; returning learners with work-based qualifications etc

	Level 3 learners completing the Sports Therapy Diploma at Chichester College. 


	2. Does it cater for the full range of progression routes for level 3 vocational provision? (Are there qualifications in this subject area offered at levels 3 or 4 by providers in Sussex that are not included in this agreement, and if so, why are they not included?)

	The agreement is specific to this previously problematic route


	3. How does it encourage participation by non traditional learners including those at work?

	The agreement will be promoted equally to all students on the Sports Therapy Diploma at Chichester College. 


	4. Does the agreement take into account geographic barriers to progression that learners may face? e.g. are all the progression opportunities confined to one part of Sussex? Would progression opportunities offered require learners to travel extensively (e.g. from a FD in Hastings to a top-up in Chichester)?

	Progression via this route will offer learners the opportunity to remain within the same location.
