Introduction 

The SLN Curriculum Team is a forum which brings together members of the core team and representatives of the curriculum areas. It also includes representatives from other agencies whose work has a direct bearing on curriculum development and delivery. Given the developmental nature of the network there is also potential to invite speakers who can contribute to the professional development of the team. The meeting will also serve to draw together the on-going work of individual and core teams.
The Curriculum Team will meet to achieve the following:-
· Share ideas and good practice between the curriculum areas.

· Provide a means whereby SLN-wide issues can be raised, discussed and agreed upon.

· Develop policy with regard to teaching, learning and student support.
· Provide the basis for developing a common approach to marketing; student recruitment and information advice and guidance.

· Advise the Foundation Group (or its successor) about progress in all areas related to curriculum development and delivery.

· Contribute to the monitoring and evaluation of curriculum development and delivery across the SLN.

· Provide a focus for proposals to publish and make conference presentations about the work of the SLN.
· Provide a point of contact for the emerging network of LLN s across England.

· Offer evidence of constant engagement between the education sectors, employers and learners.

· Act as a forum which can organise a range of events to promote continuing professional development for those engaged in vocational learning.

It is intended that the SLN Curriculum Team meet at least ten times a year in addition to other events it may decide to organise.
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
