One of the SLN’s seven key objectives is 

We have appointed five information, advice and guidance officers (IAG) who will each be working with us for two days a week over the next two years.  Jointly, they have extensive experience in IAG, including careers advice, and supporting learners of all ages who are new to HE and have come from a variety of routes.   

Their contracts started on August 1st and they will be responsible for producing online and paper information, advice and guidance (IAG) resources for use by students, potential students, employers and providers of information, advice and guidance.  They will produce both subject specific and generic resources.  
In addition to our seven curriculum areas, their work will include engineering and construction (because it has been identified as an area of skills shortage in Sussex) and bridging provision.   Each member of the team has been allocated two areas of responsibility – see attached list.
Their initial task is to involve themselves in mapping the curriculum and the associated IAG provision.   Although this may seem to cut across the work of the curriculum team and groups, we think it is important that they thoroughly familiarise themselves with both the subject and the associated IAG.  They will therefore bring an IAG perspective to the work already undertaken.   Where mapping has already been done, they will be able to use that as a starting point for their work.   For example, it will be useful to have their view on the curriculum themes that have been identified so far.
Clearly, therefore, their next task will be to meet with the appropriate curriculum team members.  As you will see from the draft of the two-year plan, the mapping will be complete by December 2006.  Member of the IAG project team will therefore shortly be contacting curriculum group leads in order to take their IAG work forward.
