1. Welcome and introductions

2. Action notes from  meeting held on the 3rd July, 2006

In reference to note 8.3, Peter Rainger confirmed that a record glossary of key terms, abbreviations has been developed and is available as part of the SLN website (to be formally launched in November).
It was confirmed that action notes would continue to be circulated as a means of recording meetings. A list of contact details is to be attached to the notes of the meeting.
3. Updates from curriculum teams and cross-areas (a brief summary of each update is below):
(i)

Sport (Curriculum Leads: Alex Twitchen and Tanya Goosen)
The first sports curriculum team meeting will be held on the 13th October, and will be attended by a variety of stakeholders. The focus has been curriculum development and the development of progression routes.

(ii)
Health and social care (Curriculum Leads: Peter Frost, Julia Stroud and Chris Taylor)

It is planned that two additional providers will deliver the Foundation Degree in Health and Social Care by next September. New modules will be developed which will match progression from Foundation Degree to the post-qualification framework. 
(iii)
Community Practice (Curriculum Leads: Dee Macdonald and Linda Townsend) 

The University of Sussex lead, Linda Townsend,  has been appointed and will be in post from 2nd October. The team will be looking initially at bringing coherence to the existing provision, and will consider APEL, progression and occupational standards. 
(iv)
Tourism, travel and retail (Curriculum Leads: Conor Sheehan and Peter Odgers)
The Tourism, Travel and Retail team has been reviewing existing provision. A Foundation Degree in Culinary Arts is being developed and is expected to recruit its first students in 2007.  Links with CoVES will be developed; issues include APEL arrangements and employer engagement. The first TTR curriculum team meeting will be held on October 5th.

Biosciences: (Steve Waite and Becky Taylor)

Steve Waite is appointed at 0.2 and Becky Taylor 0.6. 
(vi)
Eric Lake is appointed to the e-Learning Project team at 0.6; Jenny Lynden at 0.4. Robert Catt will join the project from December.  Each member of the team will specialise in certain curriculum areas:  Eric - Sport & Leisure, Tourism, Travel and Retail; Jenny - Health & Social Care, Community Practice; Robert - Creative Arts & New Media, Biosciences. 

Details of the launch event will be circulated to the curriculum team.

The potential for using an ELGG blog as a central resource for the curriculum team  will be reviewed after the launch on the 29th  November. 


4. Two year plan (SLN.CT.25.09.06/2)

The draft plan has been circulated and will go to the SLN Board for approval on the 4th October. The Curriculum Team will be required to contribute to the risk analysis, as relevant to their areas. All contributions should be emailed to Sarah Hardman.
