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4.4 Mapping Activity Update
Summary

The activity of mapping curriculum is essential for the development of Information, Advice and Guidance (IAG) materials and for curriculum analysis to enable targeted curriculum development.

The priority for mapping was the collection of basic course data for accredited NQF Level 4 curriculum within our curriculum areas delivered across Sussex. To ensure we have information that will support both uses of the mapping completed mapping data must include:

· NQF Level

· Qualification Type

· Name of course

· Provider

· Entry Requirement (if stated)

· Progression routes (if stated)

We are on target to meet our Delivery Plan target to complete the mapping by December 2006.

Action Points for Curriculum Leads

Deadline – 18th Dec 2006: 

· It is the responsibility of the curriculum lead (not the IAG Officers) to ensure all mapping data is complete and submitted to Peter Rainger.

· It is the responsibility of the IAG Officers and Curriculum leads to work together to ensure that a clear and user-friendly list of curriculum sub-themes has been developed.

Note: Mapping data should be submitted to Peter Rainger with each course categorised by their appropriate curriculum sub-theme. It is appreciated that some curriculum areas are just drafting their sub-themes so if your curriculum area may have difficulty completing the categorisation please contact Peter Rainger by the 1st Dec.

Arts & New Media

Extensive mapping of the curriculum area was completed by Maureen Stenning (IAG Officer). Tom Sherred is working actively to enter the data into a pilot version of an MS Access Curriculum Database, which will allow for greater flexibility of the presentation and analysis of the data. Work is underway to develop the curriculum sub-themes a draft of which has been submitted.

Biosciences

Basic mapping has been undertaken by Liz Thrackray (IAG Officer) and work is underway to develop the curriculum sub-themes. It is now the role of the curriculum leads to ensure data is collected on entry requirement and known progression routes.

Community Practice

The scope of the mapping activity has now been clearly defined through discussions with Joy Lankester (IAG officer) and Sarah Hardman. Mapping of the accredited NQF Level 4 provision is now underway. A draft set of curriculum sub-themes has been developed.
Computing

Basic mapping of the computing and IT curriculum area has been completed by Liz Thrackray (IAG Officer) using the initial mapping data collected by Peter Rainger. The mapping work will be taken forward through the IAG activities.

Health & Social Care

Comprehensive mapping of the Health & Social Care area has nearly been completed by Joy Lankester (IAG officer).
Sport & Leisure

Comprehensive mapping of the Sport & Leisure curriculum area has been completed by Andrea Purvis (IAG Officer). Draft curriculum sub-themes have been developed by Tanya Goosen and Alex Twitchen, which are currently being refined. Work is now underway to categorise the curriculum by the sub-themes.
Travel, Tourism & Retail

Comprehensive mapping of the Sport & Leisure curriculum area has been completed by Catherine Stevens and Andrea Purvis (IAG Officer). 
Engineering & Construction

Extensive mapping has been completed by Lynne Varney (IAG Officer). A meeting is being held on the 4th of December to look at taking the curriculum area forward.

Bridging provision

Maureen Stenning (IAG officer) is actively working through three curriculum areas (Arts & New Media, Travel, Tourism & Retail, Sport & Leisure) to pilot the mapping work for bridging provision. She has been identifying a range of issues and questions which have arisen as part of her research, which with support from Chris Baker they hope to clarify the nature of provision that can be termed ‘bridging provision’.
