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SLN Board Seminar: Reviewing the Curriculum

Introduction

The Board of the SLN was newly constituted in September 2006. Details of the membership, their organisations and roles are given on the new SLN website. This process brought a number of new members onto the Board who had not been part of the original Foundation Group. It is the Foundation Group that approved the funding for the majority of curriculum strands. It was therefore felt important that we got a sense of how the work of the individual areas was developing. This would be an update for some but provide an introduction for others.

Joint Seminar

To facilitate this dialogue we have decided to make the next SLN Board meeting into a seminar. This will be held between 9.00 and 11.00am on Wednesday 24th January at the Meeting House on the Campus of Sussex University.

Organising the Seminar

Obviously the details have still to be finalised but we are beginning to plan how the event would run to facilitate maximum discussion between all those participating. So far the plan includes the following:-

· All curriculum areas would be represented.

· We will need to circulate short reports, two sides of A4, from the curriculum areas that provide background to the work of each strand. This will mean that there is less need to be descriptive in any presentations.

· Each strand will be given the opportunity to make a presentation of not more than 10 minutes to the seminar. This will focus on what you see as the main issues facing your strand and how you are responding. 

· We will run the seminar in sections with a couple of presentations followed by a chance for discussion and exchanges involving the whole group. 

· We will look at how best to capture and disseminate what is presented and the ensuing debate. 

I hope you will see this as an opportunity to critically explore some of the issues you face and invite those supporting your work to gain a better understanding of what we are seeking to achieve.
