1. What's involved?

Contributors are asked to choose between one of three options: 

· A short reflective piece based on experience of working in the SLN/LLN (750-1000 words)

· A case study that picks up on a particular area of interest and  provides evidence of what works and what doesn’t (1000-1500 words)

· A short article that attempts to analyse some of the main issues under a particular theme and draws more widely on local/regional and national developments. (1500 to 2000 words). 

Therefore please provide proposals in the following way: 
· Select a theme, format and title for your contribution

· Write 50 words giving a short outline of its intended content

3. What style should my submission be in? 
i) Tone

Please adopt the voice that is most appropriate to your contribution, bearing in mind the e-book will need to be accessible to a broad audience, not just subject specialists. 

ii) Text

Copy should be submitted in MS Word, unformatted as much as possible. Tables may be included but should be as simple as possible. 

iii) References and footnotes

Standard MS Word footnotes may be used. Please use the Harvard system if you need to use references, as it is the most straightforward. Guidance on using Harvard can be found here: http://www.lmu.ac.uk/lskills/open/sfl/content/harvard/
iv) Web links

You can include hyperlinks as part of the text, either directly linked to a URL or with the URL given in brackets after the text. 
v) Images

Any images to be included should be indicated in the Word document (a note in the text) but then supplied separately, as a jpeg/tiff or eps.
4. How do I include audio or video? 
All the standard formats (flash/quicktime/mp3/mpeg/windows media file/wav.) are acceptable. The designers may convert the files to Flash in order to make them easier for readers to download, and because they can be used by both Mac and Windows users without them needing to download additional software. Please limit clips to a couple of minutes as this is best for usability.
5. How will it be edited?

The SLN will edit final submissions once received on 31 August, engaging an external editor. The editorial team reserve the right to edit for sense, style and format and cannot undertake to make changes on request following final submission. 

6. How will it be published?

Chimney Design will work will us to format the content as an e-book for publication by mid-September.

7. How will it be marketed?
The e-book will be available for download from our website. We will add the e-book to free online e-book repositories  (searchable libraries and databases). An e-flier will be used for marketing, positioning the e-book to other relevant publications and events.

8. What rights do I have over the material?

As the original author, you have the right to be identified as such and any references or quotation from your work should be fully cited and acknowledged. 

We will apply the Creative Commons copyright license to the work. This means that others can use the work so long as it is attributed to you and to the SLN as the publisher, and the work cannot be changed or used commercially. 
The SLN does not assert an exclusive right over your work. We want to encourage contributors to make use of their work in other publications, conferences or papers. However, contributors should bear in mind that editors of some journals may have requirement for original work, and you should therefore check their policy concerning prior publication.
