Deciding on Sustainability 

The Board at its meeting on the 13th May considered a series of three papers relating to the further development of the curriculum, progression and IAG. All of these papers can be found on our site at:

They are all under item 2 and include an initial paper summarising the decisions the Board were asked to make. The proposal to establish a Centre for Work and Learning as described in the paper was supported and advice is being sought from HEFCE in the next week about a possible bid. In the meantime third party funding is being actively pursued for the Learning at Work Information Service. There was also support for the Sussex Vocational Progression and Credit Service and discussion is now under way about how this will be funded. 

We are still aiming to resolve all these matters before we next meet in July. 

Finally, the E-book proposal was approved and we already have expressions of interest from authors. We will put out a guide for authors very soon.
