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SLN Final Report
1. Purpose

The SLN final report forms the bulk of our reporting to the SLN Board and HEFCE as we come to the end of our initial 3-year funding period. By the end of July 2008 we will have completed two or more years’ activity in seven curriculum areas, and across a range of themes. The final report provides us with the opportunity to reflect and report on that work, and to reach our own judgements about the impact we have made in both the short and medium term.

The report will also form a basis for moving forward, identifying issues relating to mainstreaming and future delivery which may be for the SLN, its partner institutions or the wider network.

2. Structure

The final report will follow the structure of the SLN delivery plan 2006-08, and the subsequent second year review (an outline of this structure is attached). 
3. Style

As a predominantly web-based document, it is important that the style of the report is appropriate for the web. It will be written concisely and in accessible language, in a style consistent with existing SLN publications, and will be supported by links to other documents and information.

4. Content

The report will include sections on each of the curriculum areas, covering the approach taken, an overview of the work, commentary on impact against targets and milestones, and identification of any new areas of work that have developed since the original planning. 

As well as reflection and reporting on the seven priority areas of the curriculum, and the SLN’s various themes of activity, the report will include evaluative studies commissioned by the SLN to look at a number of our areas of activity in detail. There will also be reports on our progress against targets, and against the measurables that we set to track our impact on the SLN’s seven objectives.

A major section of the report will focus on mainstreaming, and this will identify key issues in taking forward the work of the SLN in relation to specific partners, and the different areas of the curriculum. This section will identify those areas of work that have come to a natural conclusion, and those where further input is required to achieve the intended impact. 
Appended to the document will be a full financial report and a completed table of progress against the targets and milestones set out in the SLN delivery plan.
5. Presentation

The report will be designed to work as an electronic, web-based document, enabling wide dissemination, the use of links, and allowing users to download the whole document or relevant sections. It will be designed by Chimney in the SLN house style, following the look and format of the SLN delivery plan and second year review.
A small number of print copies will be produced, for distribution to the SLN Board and HEFCE.
The deadline for submission of curriculum contributions to the report is 31 July 2008, and the report will be produced for final sign off by the SLN Board at its meeting on 18 September 2008. 
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
